TUCSON CHAMBER ARTISTS PRESENTS 2007-08 SEASON

TCA begins its fourth season, entitled meta(morph)osis, with concerts inspired by the text
"hope, faith, life, love " written by e.e. cummings and used by composer Eric Whitacre in a
work that opens the season.

The TCA concerts will be offered in a variety of concert venues, each chosen to provide the
best space and sound for the works presented in that particular concert. Similarly, the
programs for each concert are designed to appeal to a variety of musical tastes. TCA
musicians hope that listeners will appreciate well-known gems from the classical repertoire,
as well as precious new nuggets of music.

The first concert, hope(dream), will take place August 25-26 at Foothills and Northwest
Tucson sites. The program includes Benjamin Britten's Hymn to St. Cecilia, along with
American folk songs and African-American spirituals. A new work by Casey Cook, TCA
Assistant Conductor, will be premiered.

The second concert, faith(joy), will be presented on October 27-28 at locations on Tucson's
east side and in central Tucson, and again on November 4 in Green Valley. Two
masterworks will be performed, the Bach Magnificat and the Vivaldi Gloria, featuring the
TCA chorus, soloists and orchestra, with Steven Moeckel serving as concertmaster. It will be
a rare treat for Tucson audiences to hear these choral masterpieces in such intimate
settings.

The Christmas concert, love(life), will be presented on December 15-16 at two locations in
the near north side of Tucson. Listeners will be able to join their voices with those of the
singers on favorite hymns, accompanied by the organ. And the ancient tradition of Lessons
and Carols will be presented to usher in the Holiday Season.

The winter concert, soul(yearn), will be presented on February 2-3 in central Tucson and on
the northwest side. Two unfinished masterworks, Schubert's Symphony No. 8 and the
Mozart Requiem, will be performed by the TCA chorus, soloists and orchestra, with Steven
Moeckel as concertmaster.

TCA finishes its fourth season with a concert entitled light(transformation). Offered in the
near north and near east sides of Tucson, this concert includes a work by exciting young
composer, Eric Whitacre, and a TCA commission by Paul Crabtree. The lush and lovely
Durufle Requiem, performed by TCA chorus, soloists and Jeffrey Campbell, organist, will
close the concert and the season.

A variety of subscription options are offered to match budget and schedule requirements
with new and more flexible subscription plans (five-, four-, and three-concert options) and



up to a 30-percent discount on single ticket rates, with best seating for subscribers. Single
tickets are available by phone, online or at the door.

Music Director and Conductor Eric Holtan has entitled this season "meta(morph)osis."
Noting the definition of metamorphosis as "a marked change in appearance, character,
condition or function," Holtan believes the chorus will, in this pivotal year, continue to build
upon the tremendous growth over its three-year history. Holtan cites the goal of the
organization to further cement its reputation of artistic excellence.

In a first step toward that goal, TCA has instituted a Young Composer's Competition.
Launching that competition, the August concert will include a new work by local University
of Arizona graduate student Casey Cook, entitled Remember, based on a text by Christina
Rossetti. TCA is also delighted to present the Tucson premieres of settings of African-
American spirituals by Paul Crabtree, an established composer who is relocating to Tucson.
All of the works, including Hymn to St. Cecilia, were composed in the United States, and
give song to hopes and dreams of several eras and cultures.
